11.5 Challenges will be run over three (3) qualifying heats if required. Each team may decide which rider in their
team is to ride in each qualifying heat.

11.6 Mini, Over 40’s & Women, and Non Dirt Track Challenge, teams will consist of two riders on two separate
bikes. First rider will complete 10 laps of the race and will then come in the designated area where the
second rider change over to complete the race.

11.7 Junior & Senior Challenge Races; Team &?7" consist of two riders. First Rider will complete 10 laps of the
race and will then change over in designated area to the other rider to complete the race.

11.8 Senior Sidecar Challenge Race: Team &?7" consist of 2 Sidecars either 600cc, 1100cc or Post Classic
machine. Different Rider and Passenger per machine. First machine will complete 10 laps of the race and
will then change over in designated area to the other machine to complete the race.

11.9 Rider change over will start when the leading rider completes 10 laps, all riders will then be required to
change on this lap as signalled via signage displayed by the start/finish flag person.

A Riders Briefing will be held prior to the commencement of racing and ALL Competitors, Parents &
Guardians MUST attend the Riders Briefing. Details will be included in Final Instructions.
