Culturally & linguistically diverse communities in Cowra

Cowra boasts a healthy diversity of cultures, and our community
prides itself on the rich qualities that residents from culturally and
linguistically diverse backgrounds, be they long term or new arrivals,
bring to our Shire.

Based on the 2006 Census, the total Cowra population born
overseas is 5.6%, with the main countries of birth (other than
Australia) being England, New Zealand and Scotland. The
Netherlands, Japan and Italy also rate as contributing highly to this
population group. In fact, community surveying in 2002 identified
over 45 nationalities represented in Cowra Shire, a finding which has
led us to proudly claim Cowra to be one of the most culturally
diverse communities west of the Blue Mountains!

At the last Census the percentage of the population who spoke
languages other that English was 4.9%. Chinese languages, Greek and
Japanese were the most commonly spoken “other” languages with
Italian, German, Croatian and French also rating highly.

In recent years, the people of Cowra have continued to strengthen
their links with our culturally diverse community through their
support of the annual Festival of International Understanding, the
Cowra Multicultural Reference Group and a wide range of other
cultural organisations operating in the Shire.  Similarly, the
community is proud to promote the significant cultural sites and
attractions of Cowra that reflect our unique history and progressive
future.

Climate

Rainfall is generally reliable through the year and the 100 year
average is approximately 640 mm per annum with January, May,
August and October being the wettest months.

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Temperatures vary during the year making the area suitable for a
variety of different crops and horticultural products. The 50-year
average shows an average minimum 3.6°C in July and an average
maximum of 30.8°C in January.

There is a considerable seasonal variation though in temperature
with susceptibility to frosts along the river flats.

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History

This area is part of Wiradjuri country, one of the largest Aboriginal
language groups in Australia.

Wiradjuri people once controlled most of the river they called the
Calar. Along its reaches were several local groups who used the
river and its creeks as tracks along which they travelled to trade and
share in ceremonies. The river was a rich source, attracting many
birds, animals and fish, and it was a constant theme in Wiradjuri
social and spiritual life. Now shared with many other people, it
continues to be an important part of the cultural life and history of
the Wiradjuri people.

The first European explorers entered the Lachlan Valley in 1815
(George Evans). A Military Depot was established not long after at
Soldiers Flat near present day Billimari. Settlers appeared to have
moved into the Lachlan Valley after 1835 and the township of Cowra
had its beginnings in 1840 with the first local government proclaimed
in 1888.

The township grew as it was a main crossing on the Lachlan River on
the route between Sydney and Adelaide.

In the dialect of the Wiradjuri the word “coura” meant rocks and the
river crossing, initially called “Cowra Rocks,” was simplified to
Cowra.

Early settlers were stockmen interested in pasture for their herds.
Self-sufficiency was vital and most planted small acreages of crop.

The town and district have grown and prospered and significant
events such as the construction of Wyangala Dam in the late 1920’s
and early 1930’s; the Military Training Camp, the POW Camp and
the Edgell cannery during WWII; the migrant camp and the second
Wyangala Dam all contributed to the establishment of a strong
Cowra economy and laid down a base for future growth.

By the late 1870’s wheat was a commercial crop and agriculture a
viable way of life. As the population grew, small market gardens
appeared along the river flats and agricultural records for 1879 show
the production of 3,000 gallons of wine.

In the 1970’s a woolscourer and wooltop plant was built and the
Cowra Abattoirs was established. The town has grown steadily as a
service and retail centre and increasingly has become a tourist
destination due to our Cowra Breakout history which was the prime
reason for the establishment of the Japanese Garden and Cultural
centre.

For dogs that have already been microchipped you need to provide
proof of the microchip number (such as the microchipping
certificate). Or, you can take your dog to an authorised identifier and
get a signed statement of the animal’s microchip number.

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Heritage

The unique heritage of the Cowra Shire is an undeniable asset of our
region.

Lead Awareness (Old Houses)

If your home was built prior to 1930 when copper pipes replaced
lead pipes or if you have lead flashing on your roof and valleys there
is a potential for the lead to leach into the water after prolonged
contact.

Lead contamination of tank water could be the result of lead paint or
flashing of roofs, lead paint or soldering in the guttering, soft soldered
tank, lead paint removal, vehicle emissions and wood smoke, lead
washers from corrugated roofing (which sometimes fall into the
tank), overflow from hot water systems and evaporative air
conditioners.

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Recycling and Waste
Recycling is collected each week with your garbage; simply put the
bin out at the same time as your garbage bin.

The Cowra Materials Recycling Facility (MRF), located along Glen
Logan Road, is available for the disposal of recyclables and rubbish
material.

Goods such as mulch, firewood, crushed concrete and soil can be
purchased at the facility. The facility also has a shop that sells second
hand items.

A number of Recycling Drop-off Centres are available throughout
Cowra & villages for the free deposit of glass, aluminium,
paper/cardboard and “P.E.T’ plastic. Recyclables can also be disposed
of at the Woolworths car park in Cowra.

Mulch

Mulch is available from the MRF at $10 per cubic metre. The mulch is
recycled greenwaste; green organic material generally with low levels
of contamination.

It is a great way to add organic matter to your garden, contain the
weeds and to reduce evaporation.

MRF staff are available to assist you load your ute, boot or tailer and
if you only want a small quantity bring a bag and they will help you fill
it.

Council regularly holds "Mulch Give-Aways" providing a cubic metre
free to residents on advertised days. If you are collecting mulch in a
trailer, don’t forget to cover your load!

Building Services

A permit may be required before commencing any building work on
your property including renovations, alterations or additions and
before the erection of retaining walls, carports and swimming pools.

Getting Your Development Started

All development, whether building, subdivision or demolition requires
the submission of a Development Application and the Consent of
Council subject to the relevant legislation and guidelines unless it is
Exempt Development or Complying Development.

If you intend to build or plan to develop or use your land in Cowra

Shire the first step is to see Council, the authority responsible for

that land. Council will be able to tell you:

e The rules for developing the particular site under Council's local
plan;

e The development assessment process; and

e Any issues they might know affecting your proposed
development and use of the site.

Unapproved construction may require demolition.

Council's Environmental Services department offers a comprehensive
service for anyone wishing to obtain a Complying Development;
Construction; Occupation or Subdivision Certificate and Council's
Environmental Planning Officers are available for pre-submission
discussion.

Exempt and Complying Development

Exempt Development is of minimal environmental impact and does
not require development approval. A complete list of these activities
can be found in Council's Development Control Plan.

Complying Development is small in scale and low impact.
Development classified this way is listed in Council's Development
Control Plan. Complying Development requires certification by a
Council Officer or by an accredited certifier. This can usually be
arranged within seven to ten working days and once a Complying
Development Certificate is issued building can commence on the
property. Other certificates are required to certify the construction
process and finalisation of the project.

All other development requires the submission of a Development
Application and the consent of Council subject to the relevant
legislation.
